     After the church officially closed for the winter, Lou Bailey, our property manager, began work 

on the interior and exterior of the rectory. One of LouÙs first tasks was to Öanimal/rodent proof× the 

foundation in order to prevent raccoons and skunks from Öwintering× in the rectory.  He also 

coordinated the replacement of the rotted exterior trim in anticipation of all the trim being painted 

in the spring.  Since late November, Lou has focused his attention on the kitchen and second floor 

guest bathroom.  All of the kitchen cabinets have been stripped and repainted.  Old counter tops 

have been replaced and a new sink and cabinet have been installed.  Once the walls and ceiling 

are painted, the kitchen will be a clean and welcoming work place. 

     The upstairs guest bathroom has been completely updated with new tile in order to make it more 

attractive as well as to prevent water from leaking through to the kitchen  The tile on the floor in 

the foyer powder room has been removed and the floor refinished.  The walls and trim are being 

repainted. 

     Last year the replacement of the west gate was made possible by a generous gift from Mr. and Mrs. 

Gene DeFeudis.  We extend our gratitude once again as  they have donated funds to replace the east 

gate, which will be installed this spring.  These gates have greatly enhanced the appearance of the 

entrance to grounds of St. AnnÙs.

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     The letter was from a long-time friend of St. Ann’s who now lives far away.  It contained two checks and a brief note:  “One of these 

checks is for the Restoration Campaign; the other is to put away for on-going preservation of our newly restored chapel.  We need to 

ensure that we do not drop so far behind in maintenance again.” 

     This vision is also shared by the leadership of St. Ann’s.  The Vestry is now undertaking a planned giving program, with the 

intention of building and maintaining an endowment of $1,500,000.  The Preservation Endowment’s income will be used for capital 

expenses and preserving the integrity of our buildings and grounds.  

     The harsh winter of 2008 serves to remind us that St. Ann’s, its buildings, grounds and seawalls are extraordinarily vulnerable to 

New England’s wintry winds, ice and snow.  The chapel has stood for over 100 years but requires constant vigilance to withstand 

damage.  Many generous donors have made possible the recently completed repairs to the chapel and the seawall. 

     With the dedicated oversight of former Junior Warden, Bill Scarborough, the major repairs and capital improvements have been 

completed.  We welcomed the return of our bell, safe now in a newly strengthened tower.  New walkways, new gates, an accessible 

lavatory in the carriage house and new lighting in the chapel were visible improvements.  Less visible were the crucial repairs to the 

walls and roof of the chapel and updated electrical systems.  Work on repairs to the rectory is underway. 

     St. Ann’s, at 117 years old, is now home to 2
nd

 and 3
rd

 generations of some families.  The planned giving program is a long term one.  

As you attend services this summer, we urge you to give prayerful thought to making St. Ann’s the beneficiary of a bequest or a part of 

your estate plan.  Together we can assure the future of our beloved St. Ann’s by the Sea.

     On a positive note, we begin 2009 as the first full year in which we will have 

both a full time administrator, Lisa Bither, and a full time groundskeeper/property 

manager, Lou Bailey.  While this might be cause for concern about our operating 

budget, some of Lou’s salary will be paid by capital reserve funds, since much of his 

work will be absorbed with preserving and improving our property.  

     We began 2008 with approximately $2.4 million in endowed and reserve funds.  

We ended the year with $1.8 million, the difference being due to market value.  At 

the present time there is $1.1 million in the Preservation Fund, allowing us to 

maintain our buildings and property well into the future, leaving present and future 

vestries to focus on raising funds each year to meet annual operating expenses. 

     Nearly $100K in monies pledged to the restoration project are outstanding and 

due to be paid in 2009.  Although the project is completed, we did “borrow” 

approximately $800K from reserve funds to finish the project early saving several 

hundred thousand dollars.  The outstanding restoration pledges will, therefore, be 

repaid to our reserve funds. 

     Lisa mailed acknowledgments of 2008 gifts in excess of $100 several weeks ago.

     I will be initiating the annual pledge drive in late March or early April and will 

include information on the budget at that time.  Pledge income represents about 40% 

of our budget.  Please consider making a pledge this year.
