The lovely
paintings above the altar in the sanctuary will have been restored by
conservator Martha Cox and a new rug will welcome us in the foyer of
the rectory.

On the advice of Louise Hurlbutt (Hurlbutt Designs), the second floor of
the rectory is getting a much needed facelift. The plan includes new
paint, the rearrangement of furniture, and newly donated furniture,
floor coverings, and window treatments. Much of this work will be done
by our Property Manager, Lou Bailey, and we are grateful for his hard
work in the renovation.

A break in the weather allowed us to complete a little outdoor work as
well. The stone wall, to the left of the Chapel as you face it, has been
completely re-pointed, and the memorial plaques have been properly
reattached to the wall.

The new improvements will be there to greet you when we welcome
you back to St. Ann’s.

Treasurer’'s Report

At its September meeting, the Vestry approved a budget of $213,000 against projected income of $192,000.
While we recognize that deficit spending is the domain of the federal government, we are, in fact moving in the
right direction towards a balanced budget. Peter Fuller and Dick Mason worked diligently to secure a $9,000 tax
abatement, narrowing the gap between income and expenses and it is our hope that increased communications
regarding our finances will sharpen both attention and commitment to the annual pledge campaign. Our annual
expenses are generally fixed, or at least reasonable and necessary, while our income is largely anticipatory. So
your pledge this spring is critical to helping us re-evaluate the budget before the 2010 summer season begins.

So, how do we balance the budget? We hope from increased pledges this spring. Our current budget calls for
pledge income of only $75,000, just slightly above historic figures, plate income of $35,000, wedding fees of
$45,000, a 4% draw on our unrestricted reserve funds, and nominal amounts from other sources, leaving us with
a $12,000 deficit. We need to cover this deficit and work toward eliminating the 4% draw so that reserve funds
may be used for ongoing maintenance and preservation.

We will launch our annual pledge campaign in April and | implore all to make at least some form of commitment
to St. Ann’s, even if it is less than you ultimately intend. This newsletter reaches 213 households, less than half
of whom make an annual pledgeThere is obviously plenty of room to grow! During this Lenten season of
reflection, we ask that you prayerfully consider making or increasing your pledge this spring. The members and
friends of St. Ann’s must look to each other to sustain this unique place of worship and your Vestry depends on
your commitment in planning to meet the 2010 budget.

Planning for the Future

With the completion of the Capital Campaign and extensive restoration of St. Ann's chapel, Rectory, and grounds,
we are already moving ahead. We owe a debt of gratitude to the many friends of St. Ann's who stepped up with
their generous gifts to preserve our beautiful and historic church. The goal now is to protect this recent $2.5
million investment in the restoration of St. Ann's property.

Preservation

A Preservation Endowment has been established, the income from which will help pay for ongoing capital needs.
Timely attention to major replacements should keep us from falling behind in replacement and major repairs in
the future. During the recent capital campaign, several friends of St. Ann's chose to request that all, or a portion
of their gift be applied to ongoing preservation.

A Leadership Gift

Retiring Senior Warden, Richard (Dick) Mason and his wife, Joan, have made the first planned gift designated for
the Preservation Endowment. Long-time summer visitors, and now home owners in Goose Rocks Beach, the
Masons have been active participants in St. Ann's. Joan, who spent childhood summers at her family's home in
the area, joined the Altar Guild in the early 1990's. Dick spent six years on the Vestry, the last two years as Senior
Warden. “While we always had another church affiliation, St. Ann's has felt like home”, he says. “We will always
be a part of St. Ann's.”
